Full-length Original Articles

Full-length Original Articles follow the general Instructions to Authors of ] Optom in sections 3
and 4. Manuscripts should have a maximum length of 20 Din A4 pages include a 250-word
structured Abstract (Purpose, Methods, Results and Conclusion), Introduction, Methods, Results,
Discussion, and up to 4 tables and 4 figures (with their corresponding foot notes) will be
accepted. Keywords will be required. There should be no more than 20-30 literature references.
For the preparation of controlled clinical trials the CONSORT guidelines should be followed.

Reviews

Reviews are intended to provide an updated perspective on a certain subject that could be
relevant for the readership of the journal. They will have a maximum length of 25 Din-A4 pages
and include a 250-word non structured Abstract and up to 6 tables and 6 figures will be
accepted. There should be no more than 40-50 literature references. Keywords will be required.

Scientific Letters

They will describe a Case Report or a Technical Report (intended to present preliminary original
results, new instrumentation or new clinical tests that could be of relevance for the readership
of the journal when the authors consider that this form of publication can be more suitable in
terms of clarity, rapid share of valuable information and easiness of communication for their
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results than the extended Full-length version). They must not exceed 800 words of text and will
not include figures or tables. Letters should have up to 10 literature references. The abstract
and the keywords will not be required.

Letters to the Editor

They will provide information on a topic of interest or comment on previously published articles
of the Journal. Letters about recent Articles published in the ] Optom should be submitted within
6 months of the Article’s publication. Correspondence may correct errors, make comments,
questions, or criticisms about published articles in the ] Optom, or simply offer different points
of view and additional information that could be relevant for the readership of the journal and
the scientific community as a whole. Correspondence submitted should not exceed 500 words
of text and 10 references. One of the references should be the Article in question. Figures and
tables are not accepted. The authors of the articles discussed in the correspondence will be
given an opportunity to respond, preferably in the same issue in which the original
correspondence appears.

The manuscript should
be in line with the Recommendations for the Conduct, Reporting, Editing and Publication of
Scholarly Work in Medical Journals and aim for the inclusion of representative human
populations (sex, age and ethnicity) as per those recommendations. The terms sex and gender
should be used correctly.

Authors should include a statement in the manuscript that informed consent was obtained for
experimentation with human subjects. The privacy rights of human subjects must always be
observed.

All animal experiments should comply with the ARRIVE guidelines and should be carried out in
accordance with the U.K. Animals (Scientific Procedures) Act, 1986 and associated guidelines,
EU Directive 2010/63/EU for animal experiments, or the National Institutes of Health guide for
the care and use of Laboratory animals (NIH Publications No. 8023, revised 1978) and the
authors should clearly indicate in the manuscript that such guidelines have been followed.

Gender influences how people view themselves and each other, how
they behave and interact and how power is distributed in society. Sex and gender are often
incorrectly portrayed as binary (female/male or woman/man) and unchanging whereas these
constructs actually exist along a spectrum and include additional sex categorizations and
gender identities such as people who are intersex/have differences of sex development (DSD)
or identify as non-binary.

All authors should have made substantial contributions to all of the following: (1) the conception
and design of the study, or acquisition of data, or analysis and interpretation of data, (2)
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drafting the article or revising it critically for important intellectual content, (3) final approval of
the version to be submitted.

Authors are expected to consider carefully the list and order of authors before submitting their
manuscript and provide the definitive list of authors at the time of the original submission. Any
addition, deletion or rearrangement of author names in the authorship list should be made only
before the manuscript has been accepted and only if approved by the journal Editor. To
request such a change, the Editor must receive the following from the corresponding author:
(a) the reason for the change in author list and (b) written confirmation (e-mail, letter) from all
authors that they agree with the addition, removal or rearrangement. In the case of addition or
removal of authors, this includes confirmation from the author being added or removed.

Only in exceptional circumstances will the Editor consider the addition, deletion or
rearrangement of authors after the manuscript has been accepted. While the Editor considers
the request, publication of the manuscript will be suspended. If the manuscript has already
been published in an online issue, any requests approved by the Editor will result in a
corrigendum.

Reporting clinical trials

Randomized controlled trials should be presented according to the CONSORT guidelines. At
manuscript submission, authors must provide the CONSORT checklist accompanied by a flow
diagram that illustrates the progress of patients through the trial, including recruitment,
enrollment, randomization, withdrawal and completion, and a detailed description of the
randomization procedure. The CONSORT checklist and template flow diagram are available
online.

Registration of clinical trials

Registration in a public trials registry is a condition for publication of clinical trials in this journal
in accordance with International Committee of Medical Journal Editors recommendations. Trials
must register at or before the onset of patient enrolment. The clinical trial registration number
should be included at the end of the abstract of the article. A clinical trial is defined as any
research study that prospectively assigns human participants or groups of humans to one or
more health-related interventions to evaluate the effects of health outcomes. Health-related
interventions include any intervention used to modify a biomedical or health-related outcome
(for example drugs, surgical procedures, devices, behavioural treatments, dietary interventions,
and process-of-care changes). Health outcomes include any biomedical or health-related
measures obtained in patients or participants, including pharmacokinetic measures and adverse
events. Purely observational studies (those in which the assignment of the medical intervention
is not at the discretion of the investigator) will not require registration.
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Upon acceptance of an article, authors will be asked to complete an 'License Agreement' (see
more information on this). Permitted third party reuse of open access articles is determined by
the author's choice of user license.

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Use of word processing software

Material and methods

Provide sufficient details to allow the work to be reproduced by an independent researcher.
Methods that are already published should be summarized, and indicated by a reference. If
quoting directly from a previously published method, use quotation marks and also cite the
source. Any modifications to existing methods should also be described.

Results
Results should be clear and concise.

Discussion

This should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. A combined
Results and Discussion section is often appropriate. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of
published literature.

Conclusions
The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may
stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section.

Appendices
If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified as A, B, etc. Formulae and
equations in appendices should be given separate numbering: Eq. (A.1), Eq. (A.2), etc.; in a
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subsequent appendix, Eg. (B.1) and so on. Similarly for tables and figures: Table A.1; Fig. A.1,
etc.

* Title. Concise and informative. Titles are often used in information-retrieval systems. Avoid
abbreviations and formulae where possible.

* Author names and affiliations. Please clearly indicate the given name(s) and family
name(s) of each author and check that all names are accurately spelled. You can add your
name between parentheses in your own script behind the English transliteration. Present the
authors' affiliation addresses (where the actual work was done) below the names. Indicate all
affiliations with a lower-case superscript letter immediately after the author's name and in front
of the appropriate address. Provide the full postal address of each affiliation, including the
country name and, if available, the e-mail address of each author.

* Corresponding author. Clearly indicate who will handle correspondence at all stages of
refereeing and publication, also post-publication. This responsibility includes answering any
future queries about Methodology and Materials.

Highlights

It
should emphasize new and important aspects of the study or observations.

Graphical abstract

Although a graphical abstract is optional, its use is encouraged as it draws more attention to the
online article. The graphical abstract should summarize the contents of the article in a concise,
pictorial form designed to capture the attention of a wide readership. Graphical abstracts should
be submitted as a separate file in the online submission system. Image size: Please provide an
image with a minimum of 531 x 1328 pixels (h x w) or proportionally more. The image should
be readable at a size of 5 x 13 cm using a regular screen resolution of 96 dpi. Preferred file
types: TIFF, EPS, PDF or MS Office files. You can view Example Graphical Abstracts on our
information site.

Formats

If your electronic artwork is created in a Microsoft Office application (Word, PowerPoint, Excel)
then please supply 'as is' in the native document format.

Regardless of the application used other than Microsoft Office, when your electronic artwork is
finalized, please 'Save as' or convert the images to one of the following formats (note the
resolution requirements for line drawings, halftones, and line/halftone combinations given
below):

EPS (or PDF): Vector drawings, embed all used fonts.

TIFF (or JPEG): Color or grayscale photographs (halftones), keep to a minimum of 300 dpi.

TIFF (or JPEG): Bitmapped (pure black & white pixels) line drawings, keep to a minimum of 1000
dpi.

Please do not:

If these references are included in the reference list they should follow the standard
reference style of the journal and should include a substitution of the publication date with
either 'Unpublished results' or 'Personal communication'. Citation of a reference as 'in press'
implies that the item has been accepted for publication.

Reference links

Web references

As a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed.
Any further information, if known (DOI, author names, dates, reference to a source publication,
etc.), should also be given. Web references can be listed separately (e.g., after the reference
list) under a different heading if desired, or can be included in the reference list.
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Data references

This journal encourages you to cite underlying or relevant datasets in your manuscript by citing
them in your text and including a data reference in your Reference List. Data references should
include the following elements: author name(s), dataset title, data repository, version (where
available), year, and global persistent identifier.

Journal abbreviations source
Journal names should be abbreviated according to the List of Title Word Abbreviations.
